MIGRATION PROCESS 

For stays of less than 6 months you do not need a 

student visa to enter to Colombia. Upon entering the 

country, a Colombian Immigration agent will place a 

PID (Permission for Integration and Development) 

stamp in your passport. This applies to nationalities 

exempt from visa requirements to enter Colombia.

IF YOUR STAY AT UNIVERSIDAD DEL ROSARIO
IS LONGER THAN 6 MONTHS (1 SEMESTER)

You must request a visa, according to the type of 
activities that you will do in our country.  Please check
